Inaugura'ing the Convention Y**lla<yftsnda Retidy pointed out that 
Mahalanobis Committee in 1S69 had estimated the surplus oft«W a 20 acre 
per faimly to be of the coder of 63 Million acres and a NSS survey 
in 1971-72 hae estimated it to be about 21.5 Million acres fcut;only 
75 lakh acres have been declared surplus am 45 lakh uerss^hav® ac-tuaH-jr 
been distributed. No lane eistribution hris actually taken place in 
Haryana although a law has been oass eti. (a?-1

Militant struggles are going on for land. Ir chai3apeHi 
30G0 acres were occupied and distributed in Bihar end Karnataka land
has been occupied an» w are dencinding pattas.

About 25 crore acr*«8 nf lain- including ceiling surplus, govet. 
wasteland and forest land can be* distributed.

Land ia often allottaa but actual possession is not given. Only 
under left front government of Jest Bengal, Kerala and Tripura land 
land reforms have been seriously implemented. Jantaual and TOP govet. 
are following the same path as contress-I Governments.

Hence w® should isantify and locate land ana work out a 
plan of action to achieve victory and get Ian®. H« ^xpreosab tho hope 
that the convention will adopt a plan of action for this purpose.

Prithivi Singh moved a condolence resolution on the death of 
leaders of peasant and workers* movement all over the world anti in 
India for those who died facing terrorist and secessionist elements.

Sat Pal Singh, General Secretary Haryana Stats Kisan Sabha 
( <Hnv Rhauan > moved the main resolution of the Convention.
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The resolution dtbciioing Land Reform as one of the main demands 
of the freedom struggle gave details about the fake reforms that 
have been implemented in HayysnaJ Land has been allotted, but possess­
ion not givan. Uaqfi3 and temples are holding huge announts of the 
land with tenants having no sectUfe rights. Custodfcan of evacuee 
property owns lane which has been allotted to Harijas who are in 
Government sareica and not to actual landless. Abadkars coming froie 
Pakistan wore allottee land more than forty years back they improved 
it, built houses on it but this land is being auctioned and government 
is asking Abadkars to oay heavy amounts to get ownership rights and 
those refusing to pay are being threatened witn eviction* A loot 
of land by relatives of Congress-I leaders, senior Police & administ­
rative officers. >

The Hosolution raised ths following demands-
- —    t

1- Evictions of all types be ended and unrecorded tenants be recorded.

2- Loopholes in Ceiling laws be plugg»d, the entire surplus land be taken 
over for eistributicn amongst allottee tenants. All those continuing
to illegally occupying surplus lane! be fine fe 3GG0 per acre per year 
of occupation.
3- Ceiling laws be appliua tc laris owned by religious institutions, and 
tenants cultivating this 1-md be granted sucdirity of tenurt.
4- Abaskars fatta holders shculc not be evicted and land upto 10 acres 
De settled with each Abafikar.
5- ’be entire wasteland, uncultivated wasteland, uhodan ljpd and land 
under Custcaian d b allottee tc landless agricultural labour Pattas be 
given on Panchayat lands, upto 5 acres per faimly to agricultural labo­
urers and poor peasants.
6- The community o j iibs lan2 shoulJ now after th-s supreme Court judge­
ment be returnad back to Panchayats.
7- Chsop rural credit be made available to poor peasants ant tenants 
to whom lano is allotted so chat they may h carry on utilisation.
These loans should! not bear more chan 4 percent interest.
3- Enquiry should be ordered into cases of bye passing ceiling laws 
through Genami transfers ant false .yocun ents.

Satpal Singh gave Retails -about situation in Norana village in 
line district where actual possession is being denied toVjpndreds of 
allottee families sanife is thfe case in village Keithal in Khe Kurukshetra 
district.

Krishna Suaroop joint secretary state Kisan Sabha aroze Shah 
Road) supported the resolution. He gave a short report of victory in 
land struggles in Golli, Kallar Bhani and over FarisSkot lana.

Adrausing the convention CPI leaders flakhan Singh, said that 
uhild big princes have gone, feudal remnants still remain.

The problem is not only econo mi cJtjut also political and social , 
It is a battle for justice^ for which a proper front of all peasants 
must be formed.

He 
suggested that after makine organisational preparations --rmined 
aquarting should be organised on identified land.

An ineeponaant leaser of Ssckuard classes of Haryana Ram Chandr. 
Oangra said th3t Congr*33-I could not solve land problems in 42 years. 
Ho n can Oenta 'jovarnment solve it in a short time Due to this failure 
illusions ere caing ag^ins xk created that if Congress comes to 
power land uill ba distributee. He referred to the situation in a Mill* 
age where Harijar.3 are not being given lane to construct a Ravidas Tem­
pi «*•

In all 23 comrades participated in t»« rebate. They fjave details 
about the mattner in which land reforms has been implemented and expres­
sed their determination to expose every failure ana organise struggles 
for the eneing of injustice. They also emphasised that land to the til­
ler is not J financing gifts or aljs but a right of those who work® 
on land.

In between thr discussion resolutions were passed against 
activities of communal forces ans supporting the call for observing 
Bharat Bachao Day on 9th. August and Bharat Handh on 30th. August.
A resolution on Indebtedness demanding cancellation of all eebts up 
to As 10000 of poor peasants ar.ri agricultural workers.

These rebolbfaions along with the main resolution on Demands 
for land reform were adoptee unanimously.

Giving his concluding speech P.K. Tan^on congratulated the 
organisers fur such a successful convention on land reforms. Only a 
decade back nobGdy could think that land question can be raised in 
Haryana. It is a great event that peasants are supporting the demand for 
land distribution and agricultural workers are supporting demand for 
remunerative prices. A neu unity of otasants and anHeiilbirai
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i3 coining into existence ana now unitsd peasantry woule join the 
common struggle to oust the Raijiv Ganehi Government as they once 
joined the frjeeora struggle in rat hops that freeeom Mould mean 
snd of oppressive system cf unin^ari 3naf Jaoirdari. He called 
upon ths delegates to expoao every act of illegal possession or refusal 
of si j  tri’oution of lane to lartdlasa. fbe lan- belongs to those who till 
and the » class which has so far Qsnied them its ownership is now 
ruling the country along with capitalists. The struggle far lands 
is a struggle against Rajiv Ganshi government which represents 
bourgeois landlnre alliance.
