Within the framework of the applicatlion of ths decisions

Union Commission on Social Security.

I. Aims of the Commlssion

The demgnds and hcepes of the workers in the fields of
Social Security ars an important basis for joint actlions against
the attacks of the employers and governments of capitalist coun-

tries who try systematically to reduce expenditure on social
amenitles.

The main aim of the commisgsion would therefore be to esta~-
blish ~ on the basis of a deep analysis of existing soclal secu-
rity systems in different parts of the world - the ways and
means of struggle to guarantee new developments in united action
and international solidarity by all workers and all trade union
organisations without distinction, for the protection, extensioq
and inmprovemant of social security.

2. Nature of the Commission

The Commission must be broad and united, that is to say it
must have trade unions representing all parts of the world
taking part, no matter what their affillation,

The documents as well as the conclusions adopted by the
 Commlszssion will bs submitted to the next Sgssion of the Executive
COmmittee which alone can decide what 1s to be done next.

Composition of the Commission

The Commission will be composed of trade unionlsts who are
active at national level and have deep knowledge of the problems

of social security in gsneral and of social insurancss in par-
ticular.

Dear Brothers and Friends,

For a long time, on many occasions, the WEFTU has
received proposals from trade unions in Lurope, La-
tin America, Africa and Asia that an Internationai
Consultative Conference of Trade Unions and Workers
in the Printing and Allied Trades should be convened.
The WFETU accordingly carried out a brief consulia-
tion, as a result of which printing workers' trade
unions in Cyprus, China, C:sta Rica, France, Italy, Ja-
pan, Lebanon, Madagascar, Peru, GDR, USSR, Czecho-
slovekia and Uruguay, whether affiliated or not to the
WETU, intimated their agreement that such meting
shouid be held.

An Organising Committee has been formed and, in
the circumstances, it would appear opportune to call
an International Consultative Conference which would
examine the best means cf promoting international
unity of action, defending the workers’ interests and
sirengthening cooperation and solidarity among work-
ers throughout the world in support of their fight for
economic and social demands, respect of trade union
rights, the independence of the peoples, the ending of
colonialism and the preservation of peace. It is in these
struggles that the glorious traditions of printing work -
ers must be rezifirmed.

The Confercnce, which will be held in Leipzig (GDR)
from 25 to 28 November 1961, is open to all represen-
tatives of workers in the printing and allied trades
throughout the world, irrespective of the political sys-
tem of their countries and regardless of the national
or international affiliation of their crganisations.

The cGevelopment of production technigues is to be
found in every capitalist country today. The trade
unions therciore have the ¢ccmmon task of ensuring for
the wides possible share in the progress resulting irom
such development and from production generally angd,
so iar as the printing and allied trades are concerned,
to see io it that those workers benefit irom the pro-
gress made in the various printing systems and in the
communicetion of human chought.

This zetion taken by the WETU in arranging {or the
widest possible international meeting at which views
and information may be exchanged on all prindng
woikers’ probiems =~ on new production techniques,
workers’ csecurity, social insurance and occupational
diseases and general living standards — is of vital
imiportance te all workers in this industry.

are indispenseble if the printing trode is fo make recl
progress cnd to flourish?

o llow ccn we ensure inierachoncd soiidarity, effeciive
assistance and collaborction for cll netionsl trade univa
organisctions of printing workers in a practical, enduring
rnner end with full respect or the freedom of associction
and efidiation, ideological tendency cnd religious beliz!

e How can we ensure succcss for the peoples’ struggle ior

Education, science and progress — these are the
niessages which the printing workers wish o send
out to the world every day through their work, messa-
ges that express their desire for peace, for there can
be no progress and no happiness without peace.

In convening this Internationa) Consultative Confe-
rence of Trade Unions and Workers in the Printing and
Allied Trades, the Conference Organising Commiitee
and the World Federation of Trade Unions call upon
all organisations to take part in this first meeting,
which should be the prelude to stronger unity of action
and cooperation between printing workers’ trade
unions as well as a practical afiirmation c¢{ internatio-
nal solidarity among all workers.
