As you know, in its last meeting, the C.C. decided
to hold a Special Party Congress in the lsst week of damts,
1958 at Amritsar.

Since then we hzve received a number of letters
from the PCs intimsting to us the dates on which they intend
to hold the Provincisl Conferences and sl so requesting that
some PBMe should attena their Conferences. Some comrades
heve requested for postponement of the Corgress as they feu
thet more time is needed for prepsrstion of the Provincis-l
Conference. Some comrsdes hsve pointed out that the dat: s
fixed by the C.C. for the Special Congress sre not suitsble
becsuse 1t would be intensely cold in Punjsb at the end of
Januery. The Maherashtra Committee hes requ sted us to
drop the ides of a Specizl Congress snd ‘hold 'a regul ar
Congress in the month of May, June or July.

We could not uiscuss the matter eesrlier because
some of us were awgy from India in conncction with the LOth
anniversery of the October revolution.

My dear Ranen Sen,

I just do not remember whether I replied to your
letter of 1l4th Noverber. So I am writing again, in case
I have forgotten to do so.

With regard to Ismail's passport, the Regional
Pagsport Officer, I think, took advantage of a slight
technical error on our part. Even though the old papers
were lying with him, it is necessary to file a new
application while it may not be necessary to renew
all the old certificates, etc. The new application becomes
necessary in view of the fact that the purpose of the
Journey as mentioned in the previous application no longer
remains valid. And so, a fresh application with the fresh
purpose has to be made. In view of this, I think, the
protest resolution of the Tramwaymen's Union which has been
forwarded to me for information, also is a bit technically
incorrect. However, the matter now is over. 1 think now
we would be sending Com.Ismail in the next May Day delegation.

The second point in your lett:<r was regarding the
AITUC session. I have already sent a circular which explains
why the session cannot be postponed. If we try to postpone
it now, the session will be held in next October, i.e.,
almost a year after. During the rains, it is not possible
and summer will be occupied by Budget Sessions of all the
States and also at the Centre. When the Central Committese
discussed the question of the Special Congress, most of
the members were aware that we had already fixed up this
session long before the Special Congress of the Party was
thought of. But it is the general habit to neglect all the
mass organisations' conveniences when it comes to considering
any question of Party convenience. Thus juxtaposition though
unfortunate has got to be noted.

In my personal opinion, there was no need to call a
Special Congress, just to amend the Party Constitution) and that
too in the terrific winter of January and in a famous State
like Punjab where the winter is the worst. I am sure, tﬁp

e

amendment of the Constitution is not the major obstacle
either in the development of the Party or the movement. But
who is to argue 81l this? I do not know.

The main reason why I could not postpone the session
of the AITUC was that of the foreign delegations who have
made special arrangements to attend the Session, if they
could get the visas. Moreover, it is only in the December
Christmas holidays that we can get the school buildings for
locating delegates. There are some such other reasons also.

I know most of our delegates will be those who would
be also required to attend Amritear. But I think the key
men in the affair must be present at both the places. You
know at what stage of development we are in the AITUC and
if we do not hold the session now and postpone it by six months
or a year, we shall be in a veritable ditch. Will you
please therefore try to persuade your other friends there
to take up the matter seriously and attend in full force at
Ernakulam and not try to force a postponement on us again
in the name of Amritsar? If it were left to me, I would
postpone Amritsar to sometime in February or late after
summer when a Par'ty Congress could take up not only the
question of Constitution but other important political
matters also. However, that is not in my hands.

Allow me to write a versonal note in this letter and it
is that, of late, you personally have not been taking much
interest in TU affairs, specially in relation to the AITUC.
Is it necessary for me to come to Calcutta to talk over the
matter with you and others? I do not think it is necessary
if you and Jyoti decide to manage it so as to overcome the
crisis in relation to both the Congresses.

The FPH Committee.

Dear Comrades,

I went through the new building and our press in order to
find out how the layout was sade. My observations on that are
as follows:

The layout on the ground floor is totally unsciantific and
unsconomic and would lead to inefficiency in the work of the
editorial staff of the New Age and the work of the office people.
It was told to me that the stocking of heavy paper on the first
floor is unsafe. Therefore those stocks had to be brought down
to the ground floor. Yore or less the same position applies
to books which cannot be stacked up to the roof on the first floor.

In view of this, it is apparent that drastic changes
have to be maude in the layout. It seems this could have been
foreseen by you but considerations of extracting rent from the
first floor were dominating on you when allotting your space.
It is forgotten that the prime object in having a building of
our own is to lay cut our press in a proper way so as to
make its working more efficient and to spend less on rent and
get more space of our own. In the present arrsngements.
the future expansion of the press is not at all provided for,
because if you rent the first floor for a terw of years, you
will find yourself begging for space somewhere else again either
for stocks of new machines and we shall be again in the same
hopeless position in which we were before.

So I would request you to reconsider the problem before
you proceed further in settin: up partitions, etc. Some of the
present partitioning is not at z2ll happy. It does not serve to
shut off the partitioned workers from the terrific noise of the
machines. It only hides some people from view. Moreover,
this partitioning would, in summer, suffocate the people werking therein.
Therefore that arrangement zlsc has to be revised.

Basing my=elf on these facts, I want you to meet me and
along with Com.Ghate and anyons else from the PB who is concerned
with this so that we can all of us think out better.

In the meanwhile, I want that the following things should
be done.

1) A1l office workers should be provided for on the first
floor, including the editorial staff of the New Age. Only one cubicle
should be left over for the supervisor who would be directing the
work on the spot, such as Com.Sinha.amst All others on office work
should be shifted to the first floor. The partition which encloses



T o

Sinha and Rao should be taken off and therein the material
for the machines in that line should be given space so that
the handling of the machines and its material bscomes more
easy. With a partition jutting in, that place looks totally
unscientifically laid out.

2. The paper stock and volumes under binding and sv on

should be placed in the apace that is at pregent given to
typists, etc. 1 want you to consider slso whether the
composing section which is on the half-floor cannot be shifted
near to the front-side windows when the office staff vacates
from there. If not, that space may be left for some more
machinery which we may require to be added at a later stage and
that space is very wide and very much lighted to serve the
purpese of a machine.

3% On the first floor, reorganisation should be made accordingly.
There also sufficient space ehould be left on hand for our own
work and then alone we should think of renting out to others.

It 1s no good eccnomics to try to meke up the déficits of press-
working by renting out space and getting an interest, so to say,
or capital investrerts in building. If that is to be done, we may
think of doing that by utilising part of the second floor which

we propose to build. There also, sone space must be left for

at least two people to live, co that some responsible perscn

is always in the building to look after it. 'This is always

done by all comnanieg and printing presses but we do not seem

to provide for it.

4. All the jJunk from the Soviet publications which is

lying unsold should be immediately disposed of, which I am told
you are already trying to do. But it should be done as quickly
as possible. 1t is more costly to spend space on stocking it
than to clear it out as junk.

These are my observations and 1 do not want to call them
instructions just now. But I think you should not put up more
partitions and do layouts without going into this matter
thorcughly.

Dear Ajoy,

Reference your chit forwarding the letter of Mr.M.O,Ghani
from Calcutta on the matter of my reference to Dr.Sen and #Hajumdar
and their work on 1857.

I am not in a position to tell you what exact words I may
have used in disapproving the stand taken by these two historians
on 1857. but I know that I have expressed ihe opinion that the
work of Dr.Sen is anti-naticnal and that such a work should not
have been published by the Government at the expense of the public
exchequer. 1 do not know what other remarks I made in elaboration
of this point.

The writer says that I passed a x “very harsh conclusion
at these well-known historians without any valid justffication.,”
If passing harsh conclusions in public offends some of the comrades
in Bengal, I camnot help it because the becok is not printed
privately but is being publicly sold and criticism of the book
has got to be done publicly.  Whether there is any wvalid
Justification or not derends upon one's own ppinion about what
these people have written.

1 do not think the Communist Party is called upon to hold
any official line on such things and if some Bengal comrades
get upset about it, they can publish their own opinions and start
a discussion if they like on the subject and I am quite prepared
to participate in it. There is no reason why the Party as such
should publish an "official"” opinion on that.

Nobody expeets these historians to be Marxists and I never
expected them to be so, But if they malign the herces of the
period, 1 am certainly not going to stand it, even though they
may be very respectable and old histcorians. The question of
personal g respect does not come into this matter.

For your information, and for their information, I may draw
your attention to the terrific agitation that is at present going
on in Maharashtra on the lectmres delivered by Prof .N.R.Phatak
on 1857 wherein he castigates the Rani of Jhansi as a woman
who was no patriot but fought only when she found that the English
would not hear her pleas. Prof.Phatak also says that it was
merely a riot of the sepoys and many others who participated
had nothing to do with any such a conception as independence
or liberation or anything. After one or two of the lectures
in the series were delivered, most of the Marathi press shouted
down such evaluations and Phatak's lectures had to be given up.

This movement in Maharashtra has drawn the attention of the
people to the scandallous opinions expressed by Maulana Abul Kalam
Azad and Dr.Sen in their books and people resent these things.

So, our Bengal comrades would do well to take note of the
resentment that is being caused in the people of Maharashtra on
some of the phrases used by Dr.Sen with regard to the heroces of 1857.
And this resentment of the Maharashtra people is more Justified
than the resentment of a few Bengali intellectuals on the matter
of the learning and age of two professors.

However, if they want to discuss it in public, I am ready for
it but so far a3 my opinions are concerned, I am not going to recant
them. If there is any particular word I have used about Dr.Sen
which may be taken to be persomal, then I wish to know what it is.

I do not remember to have said anything personahly disrespectful
to these two learned writers.

I particularly referred to Dr.Sen but I don't remember to
have brought in Prof.lMajumdar very much. X
