I am just back from Giridih and BERMO Constituencies 

of Bihar and informing you of some of the serious difficulties 

resulting into virtual denial of right of free election compaign 

faced by candidates belonging to weaker section of the society. 

Press and press advertisement facilities are beyond the reach 

of candidates belonging to weaker section and the only facility 

available to such candidates was meetings, group meetings and 

personal contact. For holding every meeting the following 

restrictions have been imposed under your advice -

1. Permission for mass meeting.

2. Permission for propaganda for mass 

meeting.

3. Permission of the land owner where the 
meeting is to be held.

4. Certificate from the Circle Of leer that 
real owner of the land has given 
permission.

5. Meeting must start and conclude within
the time limit sanctioned.

6. Permission for use loud speaker and so
on.

In election hundreds of meetings are held and even 

Gandhijee and Nehru jee used to come late for election meetings.

These restrictions are unreasonable unless there is 

tension. Information to police is sufficient to check any clash 

of programmes.
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1 In my case I was to address a mass meeting at 

Chandrapura of Bermo Constituency of Bihar on the 11th 

February. The Chandrapura area belongs to D.V.C. and D.V.C. 

did not respond to the petition for holding meeting in the 

maidan where public meetings are usually held and the result 

was to organise the meeting for off, at a private person’s 

land.

And when I reached there I was told that one police 

officer along with a magistrate stopped out propaganda van 

though due permission was given. S peakers were before 

threatened not to speak this or that. So speeches are to be 

made according to police guide lines!

This is total bureaucratic control of election and denial 

of free election.

Candidates complained to me that so far since the date 

of withdrawal they have been four times asked to present their 

account books to B.D.O., Returning Officer and twice to Deputy 

Commissioner. If you want to have periodical check up the 

officer concerned should visit the office of the candidate at 

fixed time and not the candidate or election agent to the officer 

where whole day is wasted.

You know ours is a cadre based party and we don't 

pay to propagandists and organisers but your officers insist

3/-
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that in accounts such and such payments must be shown. This 

is all treasonable restrictions.

All these are resulting into non-political, to be more 

precise only caste approach for election. Political parties have 

a big role to play. It is political parties, not your officials 

who can put before the people various socio-economic and 

political programmes. Democracy services on this and not on 

the bureaucratic and undemocratic way you want to function 

the political party.

You are aware that despite your BAITALISM our party 

opposed the constitutional amendment which wanted to restrict 

the rights of CEC as we found that certain useful reforms are 

aimed at but unfortunately it has resulted in worst.

I, therefore, request you to restore due civil liberty 

as enshrined in our constitution for free election propaganda.

This is to bring to your notice the pitiable 
condition of HEAVY ENGINEERING CORPORATION LTD., 
Ranchi due to the unsympathetic, rather anti Public 
Sector attitude taken by the Government recently 
of which the particulars are given below :

1. On 3.5.91 a high level meeting under the then 
Prime Minister decided to fully utilise the installed 
capacity of H.E.C. by giving due work orders in 
Steel Plant expansion and other sectors like Coal 
Mining, Power, Railways and Defence. This policy 
seems to be reversed in favour of foreign companies. 
For example order . for Rourkela Sinter Plant was 
to be awarded to H.E.C. but it has gone to a German 
company M/s Lurgi. In the past H.E.C. has supplied 
such Sinter Plants to Bhilai, Bokaro and V IZAG and 
they are functionings more or less well.

2. As per the Memorandum of Understanding signed 
with the Government last year Rs. 55 Crores were 
tobepaid to H.E.C. but only about Rs. 9 Crores paid 
s o f a r .

Time to time there has been demands from Nepal for renewal 

of Indo-Nepal relationship and some amendment in Indo-Nepal 1950 

treaty even when the present democratic system was not there. Now 

the Communists have come to power and renewal of Indo-Nepal relation 

was one of the main item of their election Manifesto. There are two 

ways to solve this problem. One way is to serve notice for the 

termination of 1950 treaty and another is to suitably amend it to the 

satisfaction of both. First way is dangerous and full of mischief and 

second way should be adopted. This should be the understanding of 

both Nepal Communists and Govt, of India, I think.

Since Deputy Prime Minister of Nepal is visiting India next 

month followed by Prime Minister of Nepal it is urgent that this issue 

is discussed in India and Nepal publically, separately and jointly.

Another factor to be noted is that India Nepal relation is 

unique. It has no passport or visa system and people move freely. 

So far Nepal is concerned the relationship with India is not just 

equal but equal plus favour to Nepal. Nepal is purchase land * in 

India, build houses, do some small business, get employment both 

civil and military, read in Indian Universities with same facilities 

as Indians etc.but Indians cannot do these things in Nepal in the 

same way.

It is in this background one should attempt for renewal of 

Indo- Nepal relationship. The first thing one should consider is the 

water resources of Nepal causing heavy flood and damage to India.

Nepal which is starving of resources can have plenty from 

water and power utilization. Water and power are the same to Nepal 

as oil is to Arab oil countries. Nepal has a potentiality of some 

83000 Megawatts of electricity. The only limitation is that India 

is the only customer. Nepal in order to increase its bargaining power 

wants outlet for Bangladesh sothat it can sell power to Bangladesh 

also. There is nothing wrong if Nepal things like that.

First handicap is to realise the potentiality of over eighty 

thousand Megawatts of power it ^requires huge fund which Nepal can 

not have of its own nor Bangladesh can do much. India can also 

do it only to a limited extent. But now India with its new economic

policy which opens the door for Trans National Companies and the

big way that they are coming in power India can be of much help.

And then there are international agencies like world Bank and I.M.F.

which both India and Nepal can avail.

One favourable factor is 

that Indian potentialities are of smaller sizes also costing less and 

producing power in shorter times. The biggest difficulty for India 

in this is that these projects will give power but would not solve 

the problem of devastating floods from Himalayan rivers nor it would 

solve the serious problems of irrigation affecting millions. Similarly 

irrigation and floods are serious problems for Nepal also. That is 

why it is in the best interest of both the countries to give a fressh 

look to it.

Indeed it was taken in right earnest when Nepalese Prime 

Minister Shri BHatt Roy and Sri B.P. Koirala visited India. The 

joint Communique with Mr. Koiral states:-

"In the key area of Water Resources for Development which 

has the maximum potential for revolutionising "trilateral cooperation, 

a number of decisions concerning the Karnali, Pancheshwar and 

Saptakoshi hyde/multipurpose projects, medium size projects like 

tne Burhi Gandiki flood forcasting and flood prosection schemes, 

power exchange etc. have been reached. These should help usher 

in a new era in beneficial mutual cooperation in this sector".

Once this is done then Indo-Nepal relation will turn into 

rock like. Who prevented India to solidify this friendship? The 

same lethargy and bureaucratic negligence which rules the country. 

In India, it is mandir-Masjid opposition and hence nothing happens 

but in Nepal it were communists who turned the table. Communists 

in Nepal succeeded to convince their people that India is neglecting 

Nepal.

And then there were facts to prove that Nepal is ill-treated 

by India in the matter of irrigation. In all the irrigational projects 

Sharda, Kosi, Gandak, Tanakpore though rivers are common to Nepal 

and India but Nepal got less than five percent of irrigational water



submerged.

1950 Friendship Treaty 'X'
Article 2 of the treaty reads —

The two govts, hereby undertake to inform each other 
of any serious friction or misunderstanding with any neighbouring 
state likely to cause any breach in the friendly relation subsisting 
between the two govts.

When on the other side of the border there is a country 
like china Nepal does not like to undertake such a responsibility, 
you cannot force upon a country to do this. Moreover when three 
times there were war with Pakistan India did not consult Nepal 
as per this treaty.

Nepali communists say that in its place it should 
be that neither country will allow its lands to be used against 
each other. Nepali communists are ready to guarantee India that 
no terroristic activities against India will be carried on Nepali 
soil and both the countries should evolve suitable measures to. 
Stop it totally. But this does not^that Indian police will Wer 
Nepal without Nepali's permission or vice-versa. Before communists 
came to power there were reports of Pak ISI working in Kathmandu.

In stead of keeping obselete article two of the treaty 
it is for India to accept the new Nepali offer and make full proof 
arrangement against the use of Nepali Land against India.

Two pillar policy of T.U.S needed.

Chaturanan Mishra

During the second five year plan the A.I.T.U.C, formulated its basic 
Trade Union policy as Two pillar policy. First pillar was for defence of 
workers right and second pillar was to develop and strengthen Public 
sector. It was a time when after independence India began industrialisation 
on large scale with a motto of self-reliance and independent industrial 
power, not Branch plant economy. The rate of growth was 8-10 percent in 
those days. There was large scale avenues for employment. It is in those 
days Indian Companies of World standard like BHEL, SAIL, HMT, CIL, ONGC 
etc. came up giving -a India^place in the World. Technicians were produced 
in large scale subsequently it gave India 4th and 3rd place in producing 
the number of scientists and technologists in the world.

Now India has charted out a new economic policy of Globalisation 
and restructuring. This policy has one black aspect i.e. it is anti-public 
sector so far, though some rethinking has begun as in the casee of NTC, 
HEC, etc. There has been serious industrial disputes in the last few years 
of all India strikes and Jail Bharo of over a million because of this 
policy. National renewal fund was mainly used for paying VRS leading to 
flight of skilled hands from Public sector. In every forum the stress was 
on exit policy and wage freeze etc.

Trade unions are not opposed to modernisation as such but this anti 
Public sector and anti-worker policy of the Govt, and the Industry 
distracted them from thinking a new way.

I think Indian Trade Union movement again needs Two pillar policy. 
The first pillar to be defence of workers rights and second pillar of 
defence of Indian Industry as a whole against the onslaught of foreign 
Trans-Nationals in face of which Indian Industry is still a pigmy.

This situation demands new interaction between the Trade Unions and 
the Industry. In fact recently C.I.I. and other Chambers and of the 
Central Trade Unions, AITUC have organised some such mutual Exchange 
of opinions. What is needed for National Policy to be evolved is that Trade 
Unions and Industry should prepare a negative list of industries like 
strategic defence and research, food security Banking, Insurance and such 
consumer industries where we don’t need Transnationals. Similarly suitable 
terms and conditions for Transnationals be laid and there should be no

...2/-
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repetition of ENRON. Industry and Trade Unions should jointly then discuss 
this with the Govt, and tl|>hus evolve a new National policy of industrial 
growth. Mil

Our Banks and Insurance are carrying anti poverty schemes which 
needs to be extended on large scale if our democracy is to survive. 
Foreigners will not undertake any such anti-poverty schemes and by milking 
the profit sections they will disrupt the whole scheme. One should be 
clear that Transnationals are coming only for profit. During my visit to 
China this year the Trade Union leaders there clearly told me about the 
anti working class and anti-China role of the foreign capital.

Second important thing is that the Trade Unions (and also the 
employers) should have one National Platform which should have a writ 
over plant unions. Trade Unions will have to learn the technique of high 
management including the coming high technology so as to prevent the 
sickness on time. Workers are to understand that to face the international 
competition which is forced on us and to prevent sickness a new work 
culture, a new zeal for competitiveness is needed. A new type of National 
conciousness reminiscent of early independence days is to be generated so 
that we can face the Developed Nations.

Industry if they want to succeed they have to change a lot. Change 
in Trade Unions is dependent on thhe attitude of employers. They must 
observe the labour laws which they are flouting every day. Even the 
minimum Wages Act^ P.F. Act, compensation^ Act. etc arevi/olated in the 
capital region itself. I am opposed to linking of social clause in foreign 
Trade but I am in favour of linking social clause to internal Trade. Indian 
Component of Labour cost is less than one fourth of developed Countries 
and hence there is no need of any further exploitation of Labour if the 
management is efficient and upto dQ^^and^ffrst of all reasonable to Labour 

and society.

Secondly one section of industry want to be a junior partner of Trans­
nationals and develop India as a branch plant economy this is to be 
opposed.

Very often it is said that there are surplus labour and they should 
be chucked off. I think that there is so much scope of expansion in 
every fieldexcept the Govt, machinery that there is no need of
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retrenchment. Some workers may be surplus in one plant but can be easily 
absorbed in another. There is big opportunities for expansion of energy, 
Transport, Roads, Irrigation, Food industry, Communications, Steel, Coal, 
Railways and minerals etc. and if modernisation is accompanied with 
expansion there is^need of large scale retrenchment. What is needed is 

retraining which is most neglected.

If this policy is adopted both by the industry and labour with Govt, 
responding to it then the most Important thing to be addressed is the 
question of poor productivity of Indian industry as well as in Agriculture. 
The most effective way to fight priceA is to have higher productivity. In 
recent years the price rise has been mostly in food grains, Dal, edible 
oil, vegetable and sugar etc. The remedy lies not in reducing the support 
price but in increasing the productivity, middle men’s profit and C.I. 
cost of maintence. Similarly by increasing productivity alone we can face 
the international competition. Trade Unions have a vital role for raising 
productivity so far neglected. But again the question comes when the 
industry and Trade refuse to transfer the tax relief to consumers, will they 
transfer the productivity gains to consumers. As unlike developed Countries 
our is a deficit economy check for price rise is a difficult problem.

In view of GATT we cannot enact a Law giving preference to domestic 
industry but it is for people to chose what articles they would purchase. 
Hence what Is needed is, apart from price and quality factor, to rouse 
the SWADESHI spirit in the Country. Imagine U.S. President hawking for 
sale of U.S. cars, or protecing Enron in India. Prime Minister^ Westlands 

and Swedish their Boffers guns etc. but Indian Ministers never speaking 
high of BHEL, HMT S SAIL or MARUTI. Trade Unions and Industry therefore 
must create an atmosphere of SWADESHI.

To conclude in the changed World of today Trade Unions in India 
need to reorientate their basic outlook on the above mentioned lines to 
face the new situation.

1, There are large number of Bonded labour and attached 
labour in Bihar who are denied the Human Rights. I had perso­
nally submitted to the State Government through the Deoghar 
Locaii unit of CPI a list of such persons long back.
2, In Darbhanga and Madhubani districts where there is still 
no widow marrying system widows are leading the life of Hell. 
You can ask Mithila Seva, a voluntary organisation at Madhu­
bani to give a details about it,
3. Similarly the Taiague affected Muslim women are in acute 
suffering. The Chairman of Minority Commission may be asked 
to help your Commission in this respect.
4. Contrary to rules almost all the jails in Bihar keep double 
the number of prisoners and prisoners sleep by rotation in 
the night.

5. In some jails as they have no sweepers Police fabricate sto 
charges and entangle them in cases to make them work as 
sweepers. This can be verified from the jails where still 
mannual cleaning of latrines is prevalent.
6. There are large number of incidents where people of weaker 
sections go to make diary in Police Station it is not record­
ed. Police department may be xd asked to give advertisement 
that any such offence will be strictly dealt with.
7. I have already written to you about the inhuman conditions 
in Bihar Hospitals and about the suicide of Nawadah Hospital 
nurse and his son.

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NEW ROLE OF PUBLIC SECTOR

CHMURANAN MISHKA

If India is to develop fast the role of public sector 
Is to be redefined as it is in public sector vhere the hipest 
Investment is there particularly since Independence* Earlier 
In British days also Railways, Pand T, Telecommunications kwere e-'k-- 
In Public Sector* The latest UNCTAD has challenged the nation 
that drastically reducing the role of Govt* in the economy while 
encouraging unbridled free enterprise is a sure recipe for rapid 
and sustained growth* There are two distinct opinions in India 
about Public Sector* One is to privatise it as soon as possible* 
They think that Pandit Nehru was wrong in developing Public 
sector and so on. World Bank and I*M.F. have also the same view 
thou^i recent world Bank papers seem to have sore amending 
attitude* While introducing New Economic ^Policy our Finance 
Minister and so to say Govt, of India also had the same feeling 
thoucp due to successive nationwide protests sot® changes are 
discernible. Asian Institute of Transport Development in its 
recent study on public sector enterprises has rightly said that 
public sector is facing a critical situation due to the Govt. 
Policy of sudden removal of price control and allowing foreigners 
to see^fhelr goods in India even without tender or competition 
aand not only suddenly withdrawing Budget support but also Bank 
credit* The reality is that Govt* of India gave sovereign 
guarantee to foreign Multinational ENRON but refused to be 
guarantor for HEC when a German firm was ready to modernise the 
HEC with its own capital* ENRON will supply electrical 
equipments to Indian Projects without competition from BHEL and 
others. Indian Financial Institutions have given loan to ENRON 
but not to of public sector units even though they have
export orders lite scooters India, BHEL and others. BARAUNI 
Fertilisers had to be closed because the Govt, refused permission 
to se^U its fertilisers at its own actual rated capacity. Govt, 
arbitrarily fixed the lower price and hence it had to go. Many 
such examples can be given. [Mt 1 public sector view point is 
extensively strengthened due to some real shortcomings of Public 
sector. Many of them are chronically lossing concerns and 
working at a very low capacity* Think of Bihar Electricity Board 
which works at one fourth of its capacity. And Bihar is not 
alone and it is not one or two years, affairs. It is of decades 
and BSEB is holding the development of Bihar in all spheres like 
Agriculture, Industry, Commerce, Education and family life. Poor 
Biharis had to keep generators even for domestic purposes. Hence 
the question has rightly come up how long public sector can this 
way tU

So is the case in Telecommunication, Banking, Railways 
and others^nold up the life of the society. One development inita 
attitude of workers is welcome in India. Old thinking was that 
as long NASI^ Press exists workers have nothing to worry. Now 
they realise the threat that has come. Their dost of product ion 
is very high tL ^s l ite any monopoly. The behaviour of 
management and errployees towards the consumers is very bad. The 
work culture was badly lacking so much so that teachers down from
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Primary to University neglected their pupils like anyting. 
Public sector units are the of officials 8
politicians including Trade Union Mafias and in which workers 
also participate. Due to this alarming situation the whole 
economy began stagnating and reform became urgent and essential 
In the eyes of the general public ^got discharged with public 
sector and when the communist system collapsed in Soviet Union 
it got further confirmed. And hence the second viewpoint that 
public sector be kept as in the old days is no longer feasible.

Now let us examine if the privatisation is a solution of 
this situation. It is the failure of private sector in India 
which brought forced nationalisation of hundreds of sick and 
closed units of private sector* Out of about four laths of 
closed Industrial units at present it is mainly the private 
sector. Private sector have some basic anti JxejJx character like 
tax evasion, excess profiteering (earlier called black 
marketting) adulteration, corrupting ag£d ministration and the 
Govt. (Santhanam Committee report) siphoning capital from India 
to foreign countries. This is more or less applicable to both 
Indian as well as foreign private sector. Vhat foreign Banks 
have done in Bank-security scam recently is known to all. 
Whenever slightest chance is there as recently during sugar 
scandal days the private sector just doubled the price of sugar 
and nobody could do anything when we have market economy. 
Present generation might be unaware of Bengal famine where over 
40 laths people died of starvation and Pandit Nehru when released 
from jail declared that black marketeers be hanged by the nearest 
lamppost. Hence if he private sector is to succeed in a populus 
country like India its whole culture is to change.

Recently the United States Consumer Product Safety 
Commission stopped the sale of Indian thf in/rayon and rayon 
cotton blended skirts (ghagharas) in USA on the ground that 
it catches fire Immediately. We were discussing this in 
Parliamentary Standing Committee and Secretary, Textiles 
accepted that it really so happens when tested in our own
laboratories. I asked the Secretary whether It catches fire
only to Americans or to Indians in India also? Everybody
laughed. For profiteering Indian lives have no value. This
is in Private Sector, Sir. The garment exporters complained 
that even cotton goods exports have been banned. We asked 
them that while Govt, is negotiating why your exporters do 
not create public opinion in U.S.A, that cotton goods have been 
banned to suit the U.S. Textile interest who charge very high 
price from U.S. citizens. Indian garments are cheap. The
reply was that they have no money. Govt, should do it. 
This is the position of our Industrialists and traders who are 
In new economy asked to face American giants. And this is 
the free trade about which our Govt, and the U.S. people speak 
of. The reality is our industrialists and trade cannot face 
foreign multinationals without the help of the Govt. In all

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the big companies the equity share of the promoters who own the companies 
are less than ten per cent. It is the money of Govt, financial institutions 
and Banks on which they run. Nothing wrong. But then Parliament should 
have control over them like Public Sector, During last two Budgets over 
Rupees Eight thousand crores of tax relief was given to Industry but even 
a small part of it were not transferred to consumers and the result is that 
without any impressive sale increase the profit of 25 Indian companies have 
been assessed to have risen by average sixty five percent. should not 
the Parliament examine this? The Govt, says no. Industry and Govt, says 
that even by reducing tax the amount of revenue collection is higher by 
seventeen per cent. But when I asked the Govt, in consultative Committee 
that out of this what is the share of advalerom excise duty recently 
Introduced they kept mum.

It is true that generally private sector is more profit making.
It has higher capacity utilisation and work culture is better. It is 
becoming competitive when the facility of sheltered market is withdrawn. 
But what worth It is when It does not help our people and the Nation too 
is not benefit ted adequately. Now Govt, and industry say that growth 
of industry in 1994-95 is going to be 8 per cent. Thank you but what 
is the growth of employment from this. Nothing. Then what our people 
have to do with it? No price relief, No Employment, No tax relief even 
when given by the Parliament - this is Private Sector!

These days we hear a lot about high accumulation of foreign 
exchange. The main contribution is from Agriculture and Small sector.
Tea is our traditional high export but it Is heavily going town from 737 
crores in 1991-92 to 496 crores in 1992-93 and so onwards of bulk tea. 
Our quality ^s jjad and the cost of production is very high as the tea. 
Bushes are very old and could not be modernised. This is all in Private 
Sector. Other traditional big exports like Jute and Textile went the same 
way.

It is said that the end of License-permit Raj and Liberalisation 
have reduced the widely prevalent corruption in Industry and Supply 
department and In tax collection. It is true to a great extent but have 
introduced new type of high level heavy corruption in security scam, in 
foreign trade by heavy over-invoicing etc., in imports, in sale of Public 
Sector, in deal with multinationals.

And therefore it must be admitted that Private Sector as it is, is 
no solution of our problem, though I admit that it has to play a very big 
role in development of our country if properly reformed. Our country is 
so backward that we have to go with multisectoral economy - Public Sector, 
Private Sector, Joint Sector, Cooperative Sector, Khadl S Small Sector. 
Chinese have adopted this hew way keeping the Public Sector as the main 
sector.

In view of very high rate of poverty of hundreds of millions, mass 
illeteracy, unemployment hundreds of millions. Near absence of medical 
facilities, acute shortage of housing and unbearable life in rural areas and 
the economy of chronic deficit of essentials of life we can't afford to go 
without Public Sector. Without Public Sector Banks, Insurance both general 
and Life Insurance, production #of bulk medicines, infrastructure like 
electricity, irrigation, roads^communicationetc. we can't fight poverty.

Unless we have stock of heavy foodgrains the spectator of starvation will 
always haunt. Housing problem can be tackled only beuthe major help 
of Public Sector. To do all these, it requires large -scale production 
which cannot be left to Private Sector alone.

However if the Public Sector is to succeed like the Chinese in India 
too it must be competitive and must have a new work culture. The whole 
attitude to consumers must change. The trade unions must realise this 
sooner the better for all.

If this is not done the future is dark for Public Sector in India. 
The conception that the capital invested in Public sector belongs to 
employees and that in case of loss the Budget must suppliment it must go. 
The capital in Public Sector belongs to Nation and it must pay to Nation 
otherwise they lose the right to exist should be the new thinking.

Comrade Chaturanan Mishraji,
I depute Com. one of our leading comrades

of NCL to personally apprise you of the unfortunate development 
we are facing in this company for your information and proper 
guidance/action at your end.

Of late a private party was awarded work to remove more 
than 1 million cubic metre overburden from Jayant Project for 
a road construction. This is a really a rehandling of already 
dumped overburden but it is in the mining area where we are 
now advancing for coal production.

We have offered the management to give as-much-as over­
burden required for road construction from where it is lying 
unused but they are insisting with a plea that to avoid further 
engagement of shovel, dumpers etc. Contractor was allowed to 
lift the overburden. We apprehend that since it is in the 
mining area there are every chances for involving private 
parties for removing the overburden in any pretext to cover­
up their folly and the mistakes committed in earlier years.

Till the end of 1993 more than 33 million cubic metre 
overburden removal was over reported in this NCL and they have 
been planning to have a separate project at the cost of Rupees 
100 crores so that earlier mistake can be rectified.

This proposal is still lying for finalisation and we 
were waiting for the same, so that a large number of our work­
men will have chances of promotion/appointment if necessary. 
As stands today management made a volte-face. As a result we 
have already started our peaceful agitation. Comrade Shafique 
Khan was here yesterday (20-21.8.94) and now fully aware about 
the entire problems. He had addressed a large public meeting 
on 21st evening at the same site from where you had addressed 
on two occasions. I had already requested Com. Khan at the time 
of his departure to discuss this issue with Coal India Chairman 
on 26th August morning when he will be at Calcutta to attend 
the Core Group meeting.

Large number of workers of NCL, irrespective of their 
affiliation have come forward and joined us to fight privati­
sation. Apart from?a good number of officers are also morally 
supporting our action and I expectnerhaps it may turn into a 
serious struggle for which we wilip-ooking forward for your 
intervention and guidance.

Copy of letters addressed to CMD, GMs etc. alongwith the 
handbill published by us are attached herewith for your ready 
reference. I am expecting a fruitful reply from your side after 
a discussion with Coal India Chairman at least on telephone. 
For your kind information our CMD, Dr. A.S.Prasad will be in 
Delhi on 24th August’94 to attend Parliamentary Committee 
meeting. Kindly intervene immediately.

Authority undr -BCM ADA Act, 1986 by Coal Companies.

I draw your attention to the mal-treatment of Public Sector 
Coal Companies towards the workers and people of Dhanbad Coal 
belt. This cess amount has been collected by the Coal companies 
but not paid to CM ADA, Dhanbad from Oct.,89 contrary to the
provisions of Law. This amounts to amendment Lg law. Coal
companies are benefitted by the water supply, municipal services 
and other numerous services provided by CMADA and the tonnage 
cess has been collected under BCMAPDA Act, 1986 by BCCL etc. and 
not passed on to CMADA.

This is causing serious financial hardship to CMADA from
1989 and in turn adversely affecting people of the area i.e.
Dhanbad and Bokaro Districts.

It Is urgently requested that the amounts collected by the
Coal Cos. viz BCCL, ECL,HSCS (Collieries Dv.) must be passed
on to CMADA early.

CMADA has about 3000 employees and perform functions viz 
Water supply, sanitation etc. in Coal fields, townships Panchayats 
including Colliery areas Townships etc. coverned are (1) Dhanbad

Now if the public 
sector wants to exist three Govt, policy of anti public 
sector attitude is to be changed. This requires three basic 
things - first to make the public sector very competitive 
Second# all the Central Trade Unions & its affiliates to 
form one platform and thirdly the public intervention. 
Despite my repeated attempts central T.us are not coming 
on one platform. If you can do something to achieve this 
please do your best. Remember that in Developed countries 
even the far stronger Trade Unions than ours are unable 
to defend their public sector or the right of security of 
jobs. Hence we can’t think of achieving this devidedly.

The strongest point for your defence is public 
awareness. Unfortunately the Trade Unions including insurance 
have done very little to rouse their policy holders to defend 
public sector insurance companies. Private or foreign insura­
nce companies will not go in for uplifting the people below 
poverty line nor essential items like drinking/ electricity/ 
crop insurance etc. will get any priority for investment 
as they get now from public sector insurance companies.

Some instancesof anti Public Sector attitude of the Govt.

BARAUNI FERTILIZER (HFCL)

HFCL as recommended by various Committees/ Consultants would 
have saved this unit from being sick by producing one and half 
lakhs tonnes of urea annually. The Govt, is importing urea 
@Rs.6OOO/- per te. but forcing HFCL to sell urea @Rs.275O/~ per 
te. The Govt, will also loose a revenue of more than Rs.300 
lakhs per annum on account of various taxes securing from the 
purchase of raw materials and sale of end products by Barauni 
unit itself. The travesty of the fact is that Govt, will forgo 
all the loans to a private sector in similar circumstances but 
they are not giving the same treatment to a public sector, as 
a result 43% cost of production is on account of interest burden 
only. The workers also agreed to forgo fringe benefits, etc. 
and capital needed could have been gained by selling the surplus 
land, etc. But the Govt, did not consider the same and stopped 
the production in the plant.

Due to this policy of Govt, and refusal of Govt, to fully 
implement the recommendations of joint fertilizer committee on 
fertilizer, Durgapur, Barauni, Mamrup, Sindri, Gorakhpur and 
Haldla fertilizer plants are closed causing heavy financial and 
production loss to the national exchequer.

2.BHARAT HEAVY ELECTRICALS (BHEL) Of which anv nation can be 

proud of but not Govt, of India.

I. BHEL arranged work worth Rs.1600 crores in Iran. Iran was 
ready to give this work to BHEL provided India purchases Oil 
worth that some of Iran. Govt, of India did not agree.

II. BHEL wanted that if any power house is erected in India and 
machineries are to be brought from abroad then it should be on 
tender basis and BHEL given chance but Govt, refused It. BHEL 
is thus starved of orders. This will result Into heavy financial 
loss to the Govt.

Dopont and when the Govt, did not repay it the company starved 
of working capital was forced to work at some 25% of its achieved 
capacity and became sick.

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II. While the custom duty for polyster medical X-ray film mostly 
private sector is 94.25% the HPF is paying 159% for such import.

IV. Interest rate in India is more than double of developed 
countries.

V. Annually HPF pays Rs.30 crores as tax and saves foreign

5. SAIL sail has to pay interest © 16% to 13% whereas in Japan 
and South Korea steel pay only 6% as interest. The incidence 
of taxtion on steel in India is so high that It becomes 
incompetitiva in the world. Similarly input cost of Indian Steel 
is much higher than U.S.A., Japan and South Korea but Govt, does 
not come to the help of SAIL.

6. COAL INDIA It borrows credit from Canada, U.K. and China at 
the interest rate of 8 to 10% but Indian Banks charge 16% to 18%.

7. GAYA COTTON MILLS

Workers offered to run it on Co-operative basis but Govt, 
refused. Machineries worth Rs.30 lakhs sold but not given to Gaya 
Cotton Mills to use it as working capital. To meet the 
modernisation cost Gaya Cotton can sell Its valuable land but 
Govt, did not agree.

8. Despite having foreign orders of worth ..... crores and
standing order of ... crores and even offer of joint venture by 
Turkey the Govt, of India is not helping Scooters India.

9. Hindustan Copper Corporation is facing closure because the 
Govt, of India is not giving tariff protection(rather tariff was 
reduced heavily) to it agianst machinations of London metal 
market nor agreeing to be guarantor for joint scheme of 
modernisation though offers from Japan and Finland are there.

10. In the year 1992-93 General Insurance Corporation of India 
(GIC) has booked a gross premium of Rs. 4,070 crores. The 
Industry has earned Gross Profit of Rs.779 crores. GIC has paid 
Rs.276 crores as corporate tax and divident on Share Capital at 
25%. Against an investment of just Rs.19 crores the Industry 
has so far paid Rs.3,786 crores by means of taxes and Rs.1,718 
crores by way of Devidents to the exchequer. Even the Govt Is 
thinking of bringing foreign Insurance Companies which will make 
Indian Insurance Companies sick.

Dear Finance Minister,

Yesterday in the Consultative Committee Meeting 
I forgot to speak about the critical financial situation of 
Hindustan Copper Limited. I am sending herewith a 
Memorandum from our affiliate Khetri Tamba Shramik Sangh 
which speaks in detail. So far, low grade of ore is 
concerned, we can not help it. But we should not allow 
to destroy this Company 
of such a high investment simply because of LME is doing 
something adversely to us.

I, therefore, strongly feel that so far Customs Duty 
is concerned it was wrong on our part to have reduced it 
from 56% to 45%. For the time being, we should increase 
it to 75%. I also suggest as has been done for all the Public 
Sectors that all the loans be converted into equity.

I am further told that the Company has introduced 
a revamping plan of extending the Smelter capacity of Khetri 
from 31,000 tonnes to 1,00,000 tonnes at a cost of Rs.220 
crores which I am told is a must for the survival of the 
Company. The Company has already approached the 
Government for funding this project. I strongly feel that 
the Government should come forward to help the Company 
or else stand as a guarantor for the foreign loan that the 
Company might arrange to get through suppliers credit.

1. Hindustan Copper limited (H.C.L.) was incorporated 
in Public Sector on 9tb November 1967 due to the importance 
of Copper in the defence of the country.

Its mines and plants are located in different states 
of the country like Rajasthan, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and 
Maharashtra.

The major activities of HCL are exploration, mining, 
beneficiation, smelting, refining and castino of finished 
copper metal into saleable products. Apart from this HCL 
also recovers various by-products including Gold, Silver, 
Fertilizer, Sulphuric Acid etc..

The main production units of the Company are Khetri, 
Kolihan, Chandmari and Dariba in Rajasthan, Ghatsila, Rakha 
and Mosabani in Bihar and Malanjkhand in Madhya Pradesh 
which are located in the most backward and adivasi areas. 
In the Company 24,000 emnloyees are working and majority 
of them are from weaker sections of the society. Alongwith 
these employees the future of the millions of the people 
of these areas is also linked.

2. In the areas of the production the Company has
progressed continuously. The details

From the above table it becomes quite evident 
that the capacity utilisation of mines increased from 
58% to 98% and that of plants from 47% to 106%. The 
sales turnover increased by about 6jr times whereas 
employees strength was almost constant.

3. In the initial 20 years of the formation of 
comoany, it incurred the 'commulative loss of Pt. 152.65 
Crores for which the main reasons are as underj-

a) The defective pricing policy by the Govt,
b) The low grade % of ore.
c) Mon-investment by the Govt, in the expansion of 

profitable plans of the Company.
d) Lack of cordial industrial relations in the initial

years between the Management and the employees.
e) Mis-management.

Afterwards due to the various internal steps taken 
by the Company and the co-ooeration of the Trade Unions 
in increasing the production and productivity, the company 
could wipe out the commulative losses of Ps. 152.65 Crores 
and achieved a cummulative profit of Ps. 52.37 Crores as on 
31.3.1993. This achievement of the company was possible 
due to cordial industrial relations and the workers parti­
cipation in management from shop level to Joint Consultative 
Committee for the Cooper industry at the national level.

4. From last year(1992-93) this profit earning company 
has come to a situation wberein:-

a) Not able to pay salary to its employees in time.

b) Have to suspend many facilities like L.T.C., Leave 
Encashment, different loans, etc. and also stoooed 
the overtime.

c) Hot able to purchase critical innuts intime for which 
the production is suffering.

d) Not able to meet the requirements of funds for replace­

ment of old, unserviceable capital production equip­
ments which has resulted in loss of production.

e) Not able to pay to the Suppliers for their supply of 

materials. The creditors liability as on today is 
Ps. 130.00 Crores.

f) Not able to implement its pollution control projects

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vbich is statutorily required and facing threat for 
closure of same of its Plants and Mines.

5. The above situation of the company is due to new 
economic policies of the Govt, ciuEhesx such as ; —

a) Because of decanalisation of Copper, now copper is 
being freely imported in India and in order to make 
HCL’s Copper saleable in the market, HCL had no other 
option but to fix its copper price in relation to 
the landed cost of imported copper,

b) Annual average copper price in London Metal Exchange 
during 199J-92 and 1992-93 was at US $2277 and 2291 
per tonne respectively. But it started moving 
downwards since Oct,, 1992 and has now reached as 
rock-bottom level of US$1658, Based on the present 
L.M.E, price of US $ 1658, the existing duty rate 
and dollar, rupee exchange parity, the landed cost of 
imported copper cathode works out to around Rs.75,4Oo/- 
per tonne ano wire bar ns. 77/00. /— per tonne whereas 
UGL’s cost nroddction of copper wire bar works out to 
about 1,1^,000/- per tonne. This higher cost of 
production is mainly because of poor grade of Copper 
ore in India which is about 1% against 2.5 - 3% in 
other copper producing countries in the world. Besides, 
the structure of the ore body in India is also not 
favourable for mechanisation, thus lending to higher 
cost of production. As a result of these factors the 
company losses per year from 90 to 110 crores.

c) In the central budget 1993 the import duty on Copper 
was reduced from 56% to ^5%. Its adverse effect per 
year comes to 35-^0 crores.

d) Metal bulletin Research paper of 10th Sept., 1993 
issued published in London indicates that stock of 
copper in the L.M.E. as on 10th May, 1993 stood dt 
4,03,475 tonnes. It also indicates that the stock 
position is likely to further go up to 7,00,000 Tonnes 
in 1994. In that event it is most unlikely that the 
Copper price would improve in nearby future. Hence

..4,.
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in order to be competitive in the market, HCL 
may not have any alternative but to slash its 
copper price substantially to the level of 
Rs. 78,000/- per tonne. In this event the Company 
will incur a loss of about 150 crores in the year 
1993-94 and 1994-95 each.

6, On the operational side, the performance of HCL is 
one of the best, its utilisation of rated capacities 
being in the range of 95-100% and rated as ’Excellent’ 
Performer under HOU system for conseouentive two 
years. It saves foreign exchange amounting to 
Rs. 970/- c^rores. But even such an operating organi­
sation is virtually facing death in a few months time 
because of crash in L.M.E. prices, coupled with decan­
alisation in import of copper and reduction in customs 
duty.

7. With a view to overcome this situation and to bring 
back the company on the path of reasonable profitability, 
we suggest the following actions:-

a) The expansion of Khetri Smelter, Refinery from the 
present capacity of 31,000 tonnes per annum to 1,OO,OOOT 
per annum at a very low cost investment of Rs,290 Crores. 
Today a minimum of Rs, 7OOCrores investment is necessary 
for setting up a new Smelter and Refinery of 60,000 Tonnes 
per annum capacity. H.C.L. is already having infrast- 
rutural facilities, technical knowledge and trained 
and dedicated personnel for achieving this level of 
production with this modest investment. By this the 
country will save about 112 Crores of foreing exchange 
and profit of fc. 88 Crores per annum to the Company.

b) Development of Banwas Mine as extension of existing 
Khetri Line, to produce 6 lakh tonnes of ore production 
per annum with an investment of Rs. 47 crores. This 
investment will improve the profitability of the Company 
by R$. 32 crores per annum.

c) With improvement in this stripping ratio, the 

production of Malanjkhand Copper Project Open Cast Mine 
can be raised to 2.3 million tonnes per annum from the 
present level of 2 million T.P.A. This will not require

any additional investment on the mine but a meagre 
investment of Ps. 10 crores in the Concentrator Plant.

The implementation of the above schemes will take 
about 4 years period. It is expected that with the 
implementation of these schemes HCL will be able to / 
stand on its own feet. For survival of the company 
during the interveining of A years, we on behalf 
of the 24,000 employees and connected citizens 
demand from the Govt, the following support which is 
absolutely essential:-

a) Increasing the customs duty on import of 
Copper from the present level of 45% to 75% as the 
’Chelliah’ committee has taken a wrong basis of 
1;18:1 when it should be 1,66:1 on the basis of 
ratio of fair price of Rs. 1,22,000/- 5 CIF price of 
Rs. 73,356/- considering this ratio the duty should 
be 75%.

b) Re-structuring of HCL’s capital by converting 
outstanding loan of ps. 166 Crores and outstanding 
interest of Rs. 83 Crores as on 31.3..1993 into eouity 
capital.

c) Providing budgetary supnort amounting to 
Rs. 58 Crores during 1993-94 and Rs. 110 Crores during 
199d-95.

d) Providing capital fund of Rs. 360 crores p 
for investment in L'ines, Smelter and Refinery expension
